Dr Shingirai Mtero is a cross-disciplinary African scholar based at the Nordic Africa
Institute, UppRoom , Sweden. Her research and teaching areas include: African Gender
Studies, African Feminism(s), African Peace & Security and Transitional Justice. She is
currently working as a Postdoctoral Researcher on the project: Making Politics Safer-
